This application is set within the Park Special Character Area of Great Barton and does not accord
with Great Barton Neighbourhood Plan:

GB10 any development should be accompanied by a design statement that recognises the distinct
built and natural characteristics of the area and building should be subservient to the woodland

setting.



GB12 Great Barton Neighbourhood Plan - The addition of three new dwellings and sub division of
the plot would erode the existing landscaped character of the site, and would be out of character
and contrary to GB12.
